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Queen’s Birthday weekend turned out to be a cracker, regardless of where you were. Very 
welcoming after the traumatic week that preceded it. The Squadron lost its founder and 
Patron (Val Arnold), one of its strongest supporters (Allan Civil) and thirdly Tony Southwick 
one of the early members. It’s thanks to Val’s vision and ‘management’ skills that we have 
the great jetty and ramp facility at Okawa Bay. Val and colleagues found (saw the 
potential) in a bunch of blackberry and lake side swamp and set about developing into 
something many take for granted today. Val you will always be remembered every time we 
launch our boats.  
 
The Boat Park(s) came along later, with the Clubhouse and this has been Allan’s ‘patch’ 
for the last decade or so.  He has maintained these keeping the grounds park like, 
refurbishing the kitchen and making sure all was secure. There was never a task that Allan 
wouldn’t take on, often he saw things that needed sorting before anyone else did and 
cured it before we knew. He was often the first point of contact for new members and 
visitors, sorting parking etc. Allan has left a large gap in BOPTYS.  
 
Tony was one of the early members firstly sailing Aquila (N22) which soon became a N25 
(Osprey) and then he was the first owner of Samasaan (Farr940). Recently he returned to 
Rotorua, buying back Osprey, restoring her and sailing again on Rotoiti. He was our 
treasurer (1979-1881). 
  
With great weather for Queens Birthday weekend we saw a very good number of people 
making the most of it. Some were out cruising (chasing the Brass Monkey trophy), while 
others joined in on the 2nd of the winter races. We are pursuing with a Rat control 
programme, however DOC and BOPRC have asked us to hold off until the next financial 
year (no problem as its only weeks away). Thanks to the members who responded and we 
will be in touch re the training etc once details are firmed up.   
 
We have our AGM coming up in less than a week. Members standing down, the loss of 
recent members and the inability to fill positions last year was a worry. We do not have 
nominations for all positions, but since closing of nominations we have had several people 
come forward with offers to help. This is great news and if all offers turn into nominations 
at the AGM we should fill all positions. There are several remits being put forward for this 
year’s AGM (see them elsewhere).  
 
The winter programme is now in place and our participation levels are rocketing! Let’s 
hope the mild weather lasts, so we can use weekends to cruise the lake and enjoy.  
 
It is very disappointing to see members ignoring our safety concerns (riding on trailers etc) 
and more so taking advantage of the boat park (this includes moving their boat or cars into 
vacant parks). You are allocated a park for your boat and tow vehicle (while out on the 
lake), moving around randomly and using other member’s spaces is not tolerable. Use of a 
park is a privilege and as such carries the responsibilities as outlined in our rules etc. We 
should not be needing to ask members to stay within the guidelines or rules.  
 
This will be my last ‘Commodores Corner’ and I’d like to thank the members and 
committee for the support over the last three years.

WATCH OUT ON THE RAMP – IT IS EXTREMELY SLIPPERY 
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REMITS FOR 2016 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING – 18 JUNE 
 

(I) 
 
Moved that Rule 7d of the constitution relating to maximum length of tenure of “Flag Officers” 
be deleted.    The numbering of the rules shall the refore be adjusted.  
 
Explanation 
1.  The two year tenure is not long enough for individuals to become comfortably familiar with the 
responsibilities of the position. 
2.  In the situation where a major new initiative is being dealt with, an office holder may need more time 
to see the project through to completion. 
3.  Changes in social and leisure norms are making it harder to find members who are willing to accept 
responsibility within the squadron, the last AGM was a case in point, where it became necessary to 
appoint Brad as acting Commodore because he was ineligible for appointment under the current rules.  
4.  The current rule is clumsy in its application and designed to prevent a problem which has since 
never since arisen (without going into historical details).

I Move that Existing Rule d) Neither Commodore, Vic e Commodore nor Rear Commodore may 
hold that Office for more than two consecutive year s but this shall not debar a member who has 
held an Office for two consecutive years from immed iately thereafter holding a different Office. 

be replaced by adding the following:- 

An exception to this is  where a position of Commod ore, Vice Commodore, or Rear Commodore 
is unable to be filled at a General Meeting due to lack of nominees the Meeting may appoint an 
“acting Officer” to fill the position until a suita ble person is appointed at an Executive Meeting 
subject to the motion and nominee being published t o all members at least 14 days prior to that 
meeting to allow objections, and/or an extraordinar y meeting to be called to contest such 
appointment. 

 
Explanation: 

 At present there exists a Rule that precludes a person from holding a Flag Officers position for more 
than two consecutive years. 

I believe that this was to keep fresh ideas and share the cultural influence. 

At our last AGM this was found to be flawed when no-one came forward to take up the role of 
Commodore and so the current Commodore was retained in an “acting role” although nothing in the 
Constitution, Rules or By Laws made provision for this and at no time during the season was this 
remedied. 

While that didn’t cause a problem in itself, I believe that this motion that I’m putting to the AGM would 
provide a satisfactory “legal work-around” whilst meeting the spirit of the limitation.  
Should it be demonstrated that two years tenure isn’t long enough then the term (in the proposal) could 
be amended to three or four years as membership sees fit. 

An amendment to the rules deleting the two year restriction may take out the limited tenure but doesn’t 
encourage “fresh blood” or progression of ideas, hence my remit to enable the meeting to decide on an 
important step that may well affect the direction of the Club

It is proposed that: Clause 27(c) is replaced and B ylaw 1.9 be removed and replaced with new 
clause 27 (c) - 
 
If the Committee approves new membership applicatio n(s) and receives the appropriate 
subscription(s), the membership(s) after the first month of the financial year, the membership 
fee shall be pro-rata payment based on the number o f months left in the financial year.  This will 
be for member’s first year only. 
 
Application fees for membership, Boat Park and Moor ings remain the same no matter what time 
of year membership is approved. 
 
Explanation 
Constitution clause 27(c) reads:  “If, in any year between the first day of March and the last day of 
April, the Committee approves new membership application(s) and receives the appropriate 
subscription(s), the membership(s) shall carry forth into the next financial year.” 
 
Bylaw 1.9 reads:  “If a new member is accepted for Membership subsequent to 1 March, then the 
subscription and fee (if any) is deemed to cover membership through to the end of the subsequent 
Yachting year. 
 
Both above clauses are contradictory to each other.

The Marina Manager shall be 
responsible for hiring out the Squadron’s moorings.

(10) Boatpark Manager: The Boatpark Manager shall have responsibility for all the facilities in or 
related to the Squadron’s Boatpark(s). In particular, the Boatpark Manager shall be responsible for 
ensuring that the electronic Boatpark security system is operational at all times and for the renting out 
of the Boatpark parking areas. 

be replaced by: 

(6) The Marina Manager  shall have responsibility for the Squadron’s Marina facilities (excluding 
Boatpark facilities unless both positions are held by the same Office Bearer), the Squadron’s moorings 
and associated equipment and other lakeside facilities installed by the Squadron. The Marina Manager 
shall be responsible for hiring out the Squadron’s moorings. 
 
(10) Boatpark Manager:  The Boatpark Manager shall have responsibility for all the facilities in or 
related to the Squadron’s Boatpark(s). In particular, the Boatpark Manager shall be responsible for 
ensuring that the electronic Boatpark security system is operational at all times and for the renting out 
of the Boatpark parking areas. The position of Boatpark and Marina Manager may be held by the one 
incumbent if so elected.

The Officer’s responsibilities are to ensure that the Squadron’s members and 
crews are aware of the safety requirements for any or all of the Squadron’s activities. 

be replaced by: 

5) Safety Officer shall institute training in matters relating to safety and make available 
information and personnel to any Squadron member that requires assistance on safety matters. 
He/she will keep an Incident Log for recording of incidents on or off the water, in club premises or 
during club activities. Such records will be available for investigations and other follow up of 
incidents. The Safety Officer will also be responsible for keeping a Hazards Record which shall be 
available to all members so as to acquaint themselves of hazards and the relative dangers and 
action to prevent accidents or incidents. Hazards shall be identified for risk and consequence and 
minimization action taken as appropriate. The Safety Officer may work with the Training Officer in 
providing active sail and safety training. 
The roles of Safety Officer and Training Officer may be combined and held by one Officer of the 
Club if so elected at a General or Executive Committee Meeting if a vacancy occurs. 
 

6) Training Officer  shall provide training and education to further the clubs members sailing 
endeavours. This may be as “one on one” training, crew training, lectures or literature.  
The roles of Safety Officer and Training Officer may be combined and held by one Officer of the 
Club if so elected at a General or Executive Committee Meeting if a vacancy occurs. 

Explanation:  
At present there is no provision for separating the roles of Safety and Training Offices nor are the 
current obligations to Health & Safety addressed.   The two roles may often be suited to two different 
people/skill sets (as evident this season).
